Inside

you can see the Crown Jewels, which have been on

display here since the 17th century, and the Highlight of

the visit is the world-famous Kohinoor Diamond in the

Jewel House. Visit the renowned Madame Tussauds wax

museum. Be enthralled by the world’s largest wax

collection of famous personalities and historical figures, as

well as popular film, sports, and television characters.
